OUR CLASSES

The Improv for kids classes are very special indeed. 

While we teach great foundational techniques, correct terminology in a safe 
environment, we also teach young children many wonderful life-long skills 

in a holistic way, not only during playing times. 


The program was created to offer young children the opportunity to deve-
lop their creativity and expression through a French immersion. Each class 

is design to this specific age and no end of term skills expected as we all 
know that children and adults have their own development. 


Based on our experiences and skills obtained throughout years of expe-

Every classes will cover up one hour and 15 minutes.
